Welcome: President, Judy Abernethy opened our meeting at 10:00. Judy welcomed our guest, Stephanie, who is
Connie Yokum’s daughter-in-law.

Minutes: The minutes of June 23, 2025 were read and approved.

Treasurer: Treasurer, Judy Pearson gave the Treasurer’s Report, stating a beginning balance of $8,904.11, plus $25 in
income, less $213.16 in expenses, leaving a balance of $8,715.95.

Announcement: Judy Abernethy said that the Chamber of Commerce contacted her about displaying “Americana”
quilts for two months beginning October 2026 to celebrate America’s 250" Anniversary. The chamber has a room to
display the quilts. After being “volunteered” to head this committee, Judy Abernethy agreed to the task.

Committee Report: Linda Henson reminded us to check categories for Quilt Show entries. The challenge quilt must be
between 100 inch and 200 inch perimeter. If you have never won a ribbon, you may qualify for the “Horizon” award.
The Quilt Show Committee will meet here on Monday, August 4.

Wee Care Quilts: Since Dinah was out of town, Susan Briggs collected 14 baby quilts today.
Sunshine and Shadows: Caroline Hall will take over “Sunshine and Shadows” for Phyllis Fox.
Newsletter: Nancy Harris will be here on “therapy day” to help with quilt show entries.

Programs: Judy Salchow displayed two-sided flag banners that she hangs on her pergola. Judy will teach the “therapy
day” class on August 11. Judy made most of her banners with outdoor fabric, purchased at Robey;s.

Show and Tell: Many baby quilts were shown and donated today. Several showed their “Sew and Flip” projects,
weaving, crocheting and other quilts. Nolita Wacaster, a returning member, showed a collection of “Housewife” sewing
kits, using embroidery, enhancement and drawstring bags. Nolita is willing to be a presenter and have a class on these
sewing kits.

Today’s Program: Terrie Townsend, who worked at Bill’s Sewing for 20 years has returned to the area. Terrie teaches
classes at Wilkie’s Baptist Church and works on sewing machines. Terrie inspired us to create more interesting borders.
She showed photos and actual quilts to give samples of different borders, especially enhanced borders for panel quilts.
Terrie gave us handouts with information on borders, emphasizing measuring. Key points were to measure, pin the
quilt borders beginning in the middle and working towards the ends and using a walking foot so you don’t add a wave.
Create balanced borders, getting larger as you go. You can also add borders as you are piecing the quilt. You can use
fabric with striped patterns cut in strips for borders, too. Consider if you need simple or complex borders to balance
color and designs of your quilts.
